NAILER SAFETY

fasteners. Careless handling of the nailer
can result in unexpected firing of fasteners
and personal injury.

e Do not point the tool towards yourself or

anyone nearby. Unexpected triggering will
discharge the fastener causing an injury.

e Do not actuate the tool unless the tool is

placed firmly against the workpiece. If the
tool is not in contact with the workpiece, the
fastener may be deflected away from your
target.

e Disconnect the tool from the power

source when the fastener jams in the tool.
While removing a jammed fastener, the nailer
may be accidentally activated if it is plugged
in.

e Use caution while removing a jammed

fastener. The mechanism may be under
compression and the fastener may be
forcefully discharged while attempting to free
a jammed condition.

e Do not use this nailer for fastening

electrical cables. It is not designed for
electric cable installation and may damage
the insulation of electric cables thereby
causing electric shock or fire hazards.

e Hold power tool by insulated gripping

surfaces, when performing an operation
where the nail may contact hidden wiring.
Nails contacting a “live” wire may make
exposed metal parts of the power tool “live”
and could give the operator an electric
shock.

® Know your power tool. Read operator’s

manual carefully. Learn its applications and
limitations, as well as the specific potential
hazards related to this power tool. Following
this rule will reduce the risk of electric shock,
fire, or serious injury.

o Keep fingers away from trigger when not
driving fasteners to avoid accidental firing.
e Use safety equipment. Always wear eye

protection. Dust mask, nonskid safety shoes,
hard hat, or hearing protection must be used
for appropriate conditions.

mask if the operation is dusty. Following this

Jammed and
improperly feeding nails could result in
serious personal injury.

Never use this tool in a manner that could
cause a nail to be directed toward
anything other than the workpiece.

e Be aware that misuse and improper
handling of this tool can cause injury to
yourself and others.

OPERATION SAFETY

e Do not use tool if trigger does not actuate
properly. Any tool that cannot be controlled
with the trigger is dangerous and must be
repaired.

e Check operation of the workpiece
contact mechanism frequently. Do not use
the tool if the workpiece contact mechanism
is not working correctly as accidental driving
of a nail may result. Do not interfere with the
proper operation of the workpiece contact
mechanism.

e Always assume that the tool contains
nails.

e Do not carry the tool from place to place
holding the trigger. Accidental discharge
could result.

e Always handle the tool with care:

- Respect the tool as a working implement.
- Never engage in horseplay.

- Never pull the trigger unless nose is
directed toward the work.

- Keep others a safe distance from the tool
while tool is in operation as accidental
actuation may occur, possibly causing

injury.
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e Choice of triggering method is important.

Check manual for triggering options.

e Do not hold the tool by the front of the

magazine. Do not put hands, head, or other
parts of your body near the bottom of the
magazine where the nail exits the tool, as
serious personal injury could result.

Do not drive nails near edge of material.
The workpiece may split causing the nail to
ricochet, injuring you or a co-worker. Be
aware that the nail may follow the grain of
the wood, causing it to protrude unexpect-
edly from the side of the work material or
deflect, possibly causing injury.

Keep hands and body parts clear of
immediate work area. Hold workpiece with
clamps when necessary to keep hands and
body out of potential harm. Be sure the
workpiece is properly secured before
pressing the fastener against the material.
The workpiece contact may cause the work
material to shift unexpectedly.

Keep face and body parts away from back
of the tool cap when working in restricted
areas. Sudden recoil can result in impact to
the body, especially when nailing into hard or
dense material.

During normal use the tool will recoil
immediately after driving a fastener. This
is a normal function of the tool. Do not
attempt to prevent the recoil by holding the
nailer against the work. Restriction to the
recoil can result in a second fastener being
driven from the nailer. Failure to heed this
warning can result in serious personal injury.
Do not drive fasteners on top of other
fasteners or with the tool at an overly
steep angle as this may cause deflection
of fasteners which could cause injury.

LOADING TOOL

e Do not load the tool with fasteners when
any one of the operating controls is
activated.

e Never place a hand or any part of body in
fastener discharge area of tool.

e Never point tool at anyone.

ANTI-DRY FIRE MECHANISM

This tool will stop firing after 3-4 nails are left
in the magazine. Insert another strip of nails
behind the remaining nails to resume firing.

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FIRING THE TOOL

The tool is specially designed for single
sequential mode. This mode requires the
trigger to be pulled each time a fastener is
driven.

1. Push the contact tip against the work
surface.

2. Pull the trigger to actuate the tool.

3. Release the trigger and raise the nailer from
the work surface.

4. Repeat steps 1-3 to actuate the next nail.

DRIVING NAILS AT AN ANGLE

When driving nails at an angle, make sure that
the tool is pointed away from yourself and
others, and is positioned correctly.

Driving at an angle that is too steep may:

e Cause the nail to miss the workpiece

e Cause the nail to ricochet

e Cause the workpiece to splinter, causing the
nail to come back towards the operator

A WARNING:

Remove your finger from the trigger
when not driving nails. Always carry the
tool by the handle only.

A WARNING:

The tool must be allowed to recoil away
from the work piece. Do not drive a nail
on top of another nail.
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A WARNING:

An improperly functioning tool must not
be used. Do not actuate the tool unless
the tool is placed firmly against a work

piece.

CLEARING JAMS

Occasionally, a fastener may become jammed
in the firing mechanism of the tool, making the
tool inoperable. To remove a jammed fastener,
follow the steps below:

1. Remove battery pack.

2. Remove fastener strip from magazine.

3. Use pliers or a screwdriver to clear the
jammed fastener. In the event of a severe
jam the magazine may require magazine
unit removal to clear the jams.

4. Unscrew the nut (H) by hand, removing
the magazine.

5. Using the included wrench to loose the
screws, in the front of the nose.

6. Removing the magazine, this should expose
the jammed fastener and allow for easy
clearing.

7. Remove the bent nail, using needle-nose
pliers if necessary.

8. Reverse steps to replace the magazine.

REFILLING THE AIR TANK
PRESSURE

After the initial use, you may notice a

decrease in performance. Refilling the air
pressure tank to 100 psi (7 bar) can help restore
the tool's performance.

1. Remove battery pack.

2. Remove fastener strip from magazine.

3. Loosen the Screw (F) with included wrench.

4. Take off the Air Cap Cover (G).

5. Twist slightly and remove the Air Refilling
Port Cover (D).

6. Connect an inflator to the Air Refilling Port

(E) and pressurize the tank to a maximum of
100 psi.

7. Disconnect the inflator and replace the Air
Refilling Port Cover (D) .

® The battery should be stored in a tempera-
ture that is below 80°F and away from
moisture.

MAINTENANCE
CLEANING THE NAIL CHANNEL

nail strips. If this is the case clean the area
around the driving mechanism.

e Remove the tool battery.

e Slide magazine cover down to remove nails
and expose the nail channel.

® Use a small amount of air tool oil on a clean
cloth to swab and wipe down the nail
channel, until all traces of glue are removed.

® Reinstall nails in the magazine and close the
magazine cover.

COLD WEATHER OPERATION

The warranty terms are as follows:

Tools

1. The whole machine has a conditional warranty.professional users have a six-month warranty but
the number of nails exceeds 50,000 are not covered by the warranty, and industrial users are not
covered by the warranty.

2. During the warranty period, the quality of the product is affected due to material defects or
workmanship problems and the resulting failures can enjoy free warranty services.

3. The wearing parts are not covered by the warranty. The wearing parts include but are not
limited to needle components, bumpers, buffers, drive shafts, dynamic parts, coil springs, etc.

Other instructions

1. If proof of purchase is not provided when warranty service is requested, the date of manufacture
of the product will be used to determine the warranty period.
